Situation

1.
Volunteers of RAF Wittering No 1EL Sqn to attend an organised minor expedition to Tattershall Lakes for the day of 30th Jul 09. This order details the arrangements for the expedition.

Mission

2. Participants involved will undertake a minimum of two activities from the following choices: Wakeboarding, Water-skiing, Mono-skiing, Knee-boarding, Ringo or Wakeskate.

Aim

3.
The aim of the day is to present the opportunity of a wide variety of Water Sports to all ranks of Supply Personnel based at RAF Wittering. The day also promotes awareness of the Club itself so personnel may utilise the facilities at their own leisure. The day focuses on team building, honing leadership skills, camaraderie and taking people out their usual comfort zone.

Execution

5.
Command. The IC for exercise WAKE RIDING, expedition Leader and qualified instructor is SAC Lewis. The qualified boat drivers are SAC Lewis and Miss Suzanne Roberts.
6.
Travel. A party from RAF Wittering (details at Annex B) will travel to the expedition location by service transport which has been requested through domestic MT. Transport will leave on the 30th Jul 09 at 0800hrs and will return on the same day at approximately 1700hrs. 
7. Dress. All participants are to wear civilian clothing throughout during the day. 

8. Equipment. A list of required equipment is listed at Annex C

9. Catering. For personnel that live in, they are advised to organise and bring a packed lunch from their respective mess. There are also full cooking and BBQ facilities at the expedition location with plates, cutlery and glasses available.

10. Documentation. 

a. Personal Documentation. All personnel are to carry their MOD F1250 (ID Cards). 

b. JPA NOK. All expedition participants are to ensure their emergency contact details are correctly annotated on JPA.

11. Physical Preparation. Water sports can be physically demanding. As such, all personnel taking part in this expedition must be in date their RAFFT.

12. Personal Finances. There may be an opportunity to pay for some extra time on the water once each participant has used their allotted time. It is £5.00 a tow so personnel are recommended to bring extra money.

13. Funding. A grant of £135.00 has been provided from the non-public sports fund, paying for a days membership at Castle Water-ski Club (CWSC) for each participant. A personal contribution of £10.00 will enable each person two tows of ten minutes.

14. Photography. The photograph section has been approached and will provide a photographer if possible.

Service Support

15. Administrative Instructions.

a. Duty Status. All expedition personnel will be classed as ‘on duty’ for periods to and from the expedition venue and during the period of the activity on 30th Jul 09.

b. Security. All expedition members are to be aware of the present security situation and as a large military party, must be constantly on guard. The use of military accessories and clothing is not permitted.

c. Emergencies. In the event of an emergency, should an expedition member be injured, the IC or nominated individual is to brief the Orderly Officer RAF Wittering on 01780783838 Ext 7230.

16. Conduct. The civilian members at CWSC are aware that there is a RAF Wakeboard and Water-ski club operating alongside them. The RAF Club is very conscientious of maintaining good public relations and therefore it essential that the highest level of self discipline is kept at all times.
